Insurance Product Information Document

The information provided in this document is a summary of the key features and exclusions of the plan and does not form part of
the contract between the group and AXA PPP healthcare Limited. This Insurance Product Information Document (IPID) is issued
to the group, who is the policyholder of the group private medical insurance policy. Lead members and any family members
covered under the contract are entitled to benefits as set out in the plan documents. This document is made available to the
group to share with the lead member. This document should be shared with all family members on the plan.

Complete pre-contract and contractual information about the product will be provided in the plan documents, including the
contract of insurance.
What is this type of insurance?

Travel insurance provides cover for cancellation and curtailment of an overseas trip, cover for personal belongings and cover for
urgent or emergency treatment of unexpected medical conditions in accordance with the terms of the plan.

What is insured?

v Medical and additional expenses related to a medical
condition - £5,000,000.

v Extra overseas accommodation and/or transport in the
event of the member’s sickness or bodily injury.

v Additional overseas accommodation and/or transport
expenses, for someone to join or remain with the insured
member in the event of sickness or bodily injury - £5,000.

v Cover for emergency dental treatment up to £750.

v Legal expenses in the event of the death or personal injury
of the member caused by the fault of someone else - up to
£25,000.

v Personal accident resulting in loss of limbs, loss of sight or
eyes, permanent disablement or death - up to £30,000.

v Personal liability cover in the event of accidental injury to
another person or loss or damage to material property - up
to £2,000,000.

v Emergency medical repatriation and evacuation if
treatment cannot be provided locally or the medical
facilities are not adequate.

v Cover for a local burial up to £2,000 or repatriation of
mortal remains to the UK.

v Cover for personal baggage - £350 per single item - up to
£1,500.

v Reimbursement for the purchase of essential items if the
insured member’s baggage is delayed by more than 12
hours - up to £150.

v £250 for replacement cash with up to £500 total for all
personal money.

v Expenses incurred to replace a lost passport - £250.

B What is not insured?

X Any claim under cancellation or cutting short a trip section
or the medical emergency and repatriation expenses
section if the insured member has travelled against medical
advice.

X Any claim where you cannot travel or choose not to travel
because the Foreign, Commonwealth & Development Office
(or any other regulatory authority in another country)
advises against travel due to a pandemic.

X If the insured member is terminally ill we will not pay claims
under the cancellation or cutting short a trip or the medical
emergency and repatriation expenses sections caused
directly or indirectly by that terminal illness.

This provides information and helps
find specialist insurers that provide affordable insurance for
consumers with pre-existing medical conditions.

X Any losses that is not directly associated to the incident that
causes the member to claim.

X Injuries from adventure, dangerous or extreme sports that
are listed as excluded.

X Any costs incurred when travelling against the advice of the
Foreign, Commonwealth and Development Office.

X Claims arising from the insured member’s malicious or
unlawful act, self-exposure to needless peril or self-inflicted
injury.

X Any medical expenses over £1,000 that we have not
approved beforehand.

X There is no cover for any overseas trip that commences
before the plan start date.



v Cancellation or cutting short a trip as a result of illness,
bereavement, injury, jury service, redundancy or quarantine ﬂ Are there any restrictions on cover?

- up to £5,000.

v Costs incurred for alternative accommodation and/or travel ! Thereis no cover for any single overseas journey which
expenses as a result of insolvency, being involuntarily lasts, or which was planned or expected to last, more than
denied boarding or your public transport being cancelled or 65 days (or any relevant lesser period) even if the period of
delayed- up to £3,000. cover crosses a renewal date.

v £50 for every 12 hours the member’s departure is delayed, ! Up to 180 days travel allowed per renewal year.

If you have a
break in cover you can apply to re-join at any point up to
your 85™ birthday. If you are 85 or over you will not be able
to re-join if you have a break in cover.

v If the member has to leave their booked accommodation
due to a fire, flood or similar - £300.

v 17 days cover in a year at a winter sports resort.
v Travel within the UK.

v Cover is provided for overseas journeys outside of the member’s home area.

What are my obligations?
e You must give us complete and accurate answers to any questions we may ask.

¢ If anything changes between the time the group agreed to enter into the group insurance contract and the start date, you must
contact us.

e The premium must be paid on time.

e You must meet the terms set out in the group insurance contract.

When and how do | pay?
The group premium can be paid yearly by Direct Debit, credit card or bank transfer or monthly by Direct Debit.

When does the cover start and end?

The group policy will start on the date shown in the certificate of insurance, and is in place for one year.

How do I cancel the contract?

The group travel insurance is provided alongside your private medical insurance and is not available independently. The group can
cancel both the travel insurance membership and associated private medical insurance membership by writing to or calling us
within 14 days after the start or renewal date. Please see your Group Insurance Contract for your cancellation rights.
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
